The Baines card offered for sale is printed in a red tone with a picture of a goalkeeper saving the ball to the
front with the words 'Play Up, Barrow'. To the reverse 'BOYS MUST send either a Letter on Sport, or a
Reason, accompanied by Medal Cards, to enable them to compete for Prizes.
